Secretary’s Annual Report for 2015

The season is over and it has been another competitive year, despite the weather issues which have plagued us once again although the 4th match seems to have been the best for weather. Several issues weren’t settled until the final events had taken place in some titanic battles. Well done to all the divisional winners and congratulations to Wakefield who retained their first division title.

There was 1 league record in 2015, where Harry Coppell (Wigan) raised the pole Vault record to 5.42 in the 3W divisional match at Bebington.

The division two promotion match took place at Doncaster on 22nd June 2015, with the 6 teams contesting the match. These teams were the 4 division 2 winners plus the two clubs filling the bottom 2 places of division one. The teams were Sale and Derby (Div. 1), Gateshead (2E), City of Sheffield (

EC), Bolton (2WC) and West Cheshire (2W). The two successful teams and promoted to division 1 were West Cheshire who were the winners of the promotion match and City of Sheffield AC.

2015 has been a challenging year for all officers due the requirements for checking eligibility of athletes, something which was agreed at the Annual General Meeting in 2014. Prior to the start of the season, clubs where asked to complete a list of declared athletes which would include their EA number. This was then checked by, in the main, the league chairman.

Once the checks had been carried out clubs received a copy of the check and advised about any issues.

Some clubs didn’t bother to return the list, so that when the first match was completed, the declared athletes where then checked against the EA database. All clubs in each division were checled against either the lists sent out after checking or against the EA database. Obviously, at this point, any ineligible athletes were removed from the results and the events re-scored. There was confusion as to what the “Clubs have until 30th June” to pay the affiliation fee”. Some clubs didn’t realise that they had to pay for new members before they could compete.

Some clubs also got caught out by the fact that they were under the impression they could use athletes from smaller clubs who were not in the league. The two issues were either that the other club was registered for T&F so the athletes couldn’t be used or the other club wasn’t registered but the athlete hadn’t completed the “Other Discipline Form”.

It is true to say that a majority of clubs have fallen foul of this rule in 2015, some more than other. It has been a learning curve and I think everyone will have a far better understanding of what is required for 2016. 
2016 planning is well under way. At this point I would like to thank Andy Parker, who is stepping down as divisional secretary after many years as a divisional secretary. Thanks to Andy for all his hard work and diligence in getting the results scrutinised. He will take some replacing.
Divisional secretaries are important to the league and there are always divisions needing a secretary so if you or someone at your club feels they can fulfil the role, please get in touch with either myself or fellow officers of the league.
